GRADUATION SPEAKER ANNOUNCED
We are pleased to announce that Dr. Freeman A. Hrabowski III, president of The University of Maryland, Baltimore County, will serve as our distinguished speaker at Cristo Rey Jesuit’s first graduation, scheduled for Saturday, June 18, 2011. A native of Birmingham, Alabama, Dr. Hrabowski graduated at 19 from Hampton Institute with highest honors in mathematics.  He received his Ph.D. from the University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign at the age of 24. He has authored numerous articles and co-authored two books on parenting and high-achieving African American males and females in science. A child-leader in the Civil Rights Movement, Dr. Hrabowski was prominently featured in Spike Lee’s 1997 documentary, Four Little Girls, on the racially motivated bombing in 1963 of Birmingham’s Sixteenth Street Baptist Church.  Dr. Hrabowski has been honored by more than a dozen institutions, including Princeton, Duke, and Georgetown University. We are honored to have Dr. Hrabowski celebrate this historic graduation with our community!

 ACADEMIC POLICIES
 
Students must pass all of their core courses in order to be promoted to the next grade.  

Students failing one or two classes at year-end must attend Cristo Rey Jesuit Summer School (July 6-30) to make up these credits.  Students attending Summer School must pass summer school classes in order to return to Cristo Rey in the fall.  A student may enroll in no more than two summer school classes.  Summer school fees are $100 per class.
 
All other students who fail three or more classes at year-end must transfer to another school.
