��� continues to solidify its financial position despite some challenges. An economic downturn occurred during 
the school’s foundational years. In addition, unlike many schools and organizations, Cristo Rey Jesuit does not own the school buildings 
it occupies; instead, we hold a long-term lease on the Healy and Weinberg buildings. 

In spite of these factors, on June 30, 2010, the fiscal year ended with a balanced budget and a healthy surplus. The total income was $5,338,830 and 
the expenses totaled $4,656,153. The Corporate Internship Program generated $1,227,918, representing 26% of the operating budget. Cristo Rey 
Jesuit was also able to enter into a New Markets Tax Credit transaction which has generated significant funding for the school. The revenue is not 
included in the total above because it cannot be recognized as revenue on audited financial statements until the 2018 and 2019 fiscal years. By fiscal 
2019 we expect to record total revenue of $2.8 million from New Markets Tax Credits transactions.

Cristo Rey Jesuit High School 
Cristo Rey Jesuit High School was founded by the Maryland Province of the Society of Jesus (Jesuits) in 
2007 to serve families from disadvantaged Baltimore City neighborhoods. Cristo Rey Jesuit utilizes a longer 
school day and year, academic assistance, and counseling to prepare students with a broad range of academic 
abilities for college. All students participate in the Corporate Internship Program through which they finance 
a significant portion of the cost of their education. Teams of four students job-share entry-level positions in 
businesses and non-profits throughout the Baltimore area. This unique model, developed at Cristo Rey Jesuit 
High School in Chicago (established in 1996), is now in place at 24 Cristo Rey high schools throughout the 
United States.

Maryland Province Jesuits 
Cristo Rey Jesuit High School is sponsored by the Maryland Province Jesuits. The Jesuits have been educators 
for more than 450 years, and have been engaged in education in Baltimore since 1852. Internationally 
recognized educators, the Jesuits sponsor 53 high schools and 28 colleges and universities in the United 
States, enrolling more than 200,000 students.
